Mottled Condition of Bent Turf
By R. A. Oakley

In tlw fall of the year, and frequently in the spring, hent greens, par-
tieularly those of velvet bent and certain strains of true creeping bent,
~ometimes exhibit a mottled or more specifically a spotted appearance.
This mottling or spotting is due to small tufts of grass quite unlike the sur-
rounding turf in color, and somewhat unlike it in texture. They are light
yellowish-green, and each individual spot is rarely more than 2 inches in
dianH'ter, and usually less. Many of those who lwve ohserved them have
cOll(~luded that they are caused by the invasion of some weedy grass, such
as Poa mUllla. Others think they represent an unhealthy condition caused
by a lack of one or more of the important fertilizing elements. The writer
Hnd his associat('s have studied the phenomenon casually for several years.
1\. dose examination shows the small tufts or rosettes which cause the
mottling or spotting to he made up of young grass plants produced on the
stems of the older plant!-i, Botailically the tufts or rosettes arp prolifera-
tions from thp older turf. So far as can he ascertained the~' m'p not due
to an~' fungous di8easr or to any insect or nematode. Furthermore, ap-
plications of ammonium sulfate and ammonium phosphate have not been
lWlleficial in discouraging their formation,

r t is thoug'ht that possihly the yellowish green spots might be the
rpsult of a condition similar to that existing in the pineapplr fields of Porto
Rico and Hawaii. Therefore iron salts were sprayed on the turf exhibiting
them, but without noticeable results. I.Jight dressings of compost, on the
other hand, have had a tpndrncy to cause the turf to return to a normal
condition,-that is, to discourage the growth of these somrwhat unsightl~.
tufts. The cause of their formation is still obscure, hut it is heing studied,
and it is hoped that some definite and simple rrllledy will he devised for
their treatment. They arr not ohjrctionahh> on greens from the standpoint
of tlH~gam£', hut the~r are, to say tlw least, ullsiglitly on finr hrnt turf.
